SEQRA — Purchase and Installation of New Bleachers at Brookside Educational Center
WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Bellmore-Merrick Central High School District
desires to embark upon the following capital improvement at the District’s facilities: (1)
purchase and install new bleachers and related items at the Brookside Educational Center;
(hereinafter the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, said capital improvement is subject to classification under the State
Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA); and

WHEREAS, maintenance or repair involving no substantial changes in an existing structure
or facility are classified as Type Il Actions under the current Department of Environmental
Conservation SEQR Regulations (Section 6 NYCRR 617.5 (c)(1)); and

WHEREAS, replacement, rehabilitation or reconstruction of a structure or a facility, in kind,
on the same site, including upgrading buildings to meet building or fire codes, unless such
action meets or exceeds any of the thresholds in section 617.4 are classified as Type Il
Actions under the current Department of Environmental Conservation SEQR Regulations
(Section 6 NYCRR 617.5 (c)(2); and

WHEREAS, routine activities of educational institutions, including expansion of existing
facilities by less than 10,000 square feet of gross floor area and school closings, but not
changes in use related to such closings (Section 6 NYCRR 617.5(c)(10));

WHEREAS, the SEQR Regulations declare Type Il Actions to be actions that have no
significant impact on the environment and require no further review under SEQR; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Education, as the only involved agency, has examined all
information related to the capital improvement projects and has determined that the Projects
are classified as Type Il Actions pursuant to Section 617.5(c)(1),(2) and (10) of the SEQR
Regulations;
