B. M. C. H. S. D. Charge Practice for students without money or lunch from home
1. A $5.00 limit per student will be implemented

2. A nutritionally balanced, reimbursable hot or cold lunch of the student’s choice (with milk and fruit) will be served and charged to the students ID Number.

3. Under no circumstances will the student be allowed to charge any ala carte beverage or snack.

4. A written notice of “Negative Balance” will be sent home to the parent requesting payment.

5. The debt will be expected to be paid back within (5) business days.

6. If the debt is not paid within the allotted time and the student has no money or lunch from home, then, it will be district practice to serve that student:

a. A cheese or peanut butter and jelly sandwich

b. A container of milk

c. A serving of the “Fruit of the Day” 

Until debt is paid or 20 school days have passed and debt is still not paid.

7. After the 20 school days expires; Families with students who continue to come to school without money for lunch or lunch from home will be referred to the school social worker. The social worker will contact the family and suggest that a “Free and Reduced Lunch Application” be filled. Upon approval, this child will receive a meal at lunch time. Approval in this program will also alleviate the District of the burden of cost.
